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HOW TO MEDICATE YOUR DOG

1. If your veterinarian prescribes oral medication for your dog, a few
simple tricks may come in handy. If you havz to give your dog
tablets, the easiest way is to hide the pill inside a small amount of
the canned Prescription Diet food you are feeding your pet.

2. If you are feeding the dry form, buy a few cans of the same
Prescription Diet formula and use this for administering the tablets.

3. Offer this freat before the regular meal. Dogs usually accept this
treat without questioning your motives.

4, If you must give your dog a liquid medication, insert the dropper
between the teeth and cheek and, while tilting the chin upward,
slowly dispense the medication.

These techniques are generally accepted and used by veterinarians for
the administration of medications to pets. However, it is recommended
you consult with your veterinarian before applying them.
